2003 Annual Committee Reports

Albia Community Betterment Corp. (ACBC)

Albia Community Betterment Corporation has been in operation for 25 years. During this
time, ACBC has applied for and obtained four government grants for the community. Thefirst was
to build Ragtime Industries; the second to develop housing lots in Parkview; the third and fourth
grants built housing for the physically and mentally handicapped.

At present, Ragtime and the two group homes have been sold to their respective operating
boards. ACBC still owns two residential homes that are rented to handicapped individuals. The
original subdivision in Parkview is down to eight residentia sites. In 2000, ACBC subdivided the
remaining land in Parkview to create an additional sixteen lots on what is now known as Hickory
Circle. Since then, there have been three houses built on Hickory Circle and afourth siteis pending
for construction this spring.

This past year the ACBC donated $5,000 to three community projects and has committed to
loan an additional $30,000. Projectsinclude:

1. $1,000 to the Citizens for Aquatic Center.

2. $1,000 to the Monroe County Sports and Rec for hitting and pitching facility
a. $30,000 loan commitment for a 2% line of credit for this facility.

3. $3,000 to the Albia Chamber of Commerce to support Tourism.

ACBC has aso pledged $20,000 donation to the Albia Chamber of Commerce to support its
remodeling project.

To date, ACBC has donated over $135,000 back to the community for various projects.

The Board of Directors are: Norm Braun, Jim King, Dan Stocker, Mike Lawrence, Red
Frye, Kenneth Geyer, Kevin Kness, the Mayor of Albia, and the President of the Albia Area
Chamber of Commerce.

Since the opening of the Tourism Bureau in June 1998 we continued to have numerous
accomplishments in 2003; following are afew of these accomplishments:

Scheduled and hosted 16 tour groups in Albia; these tours brought 292 people to the
county.

Speaking at local organizations to promote our county tourism efforts aswell asto
recruit new volunteers to our tourism efforts.

Exhibited for the fifth time at the CITR/IGTA Bank Club Marketplace Trade Show in
Pellain September 2003. We are beginning to book tours from the contacts made at this
trade show.

Continued periodic advertisement in the lowan Magazine and Des Moines Register
Vacation lowa Guide. Requests for additional information from the reader response
cards were more in 2003 than in previous years.

Exhibited in February for the fifth time at the lowa Tourism Legislative Night in Des
Moines.

Continued working cooperatively with the Convention and Visitors Bureaus in Pella,
Marshalltown, and Newton on multi-day trips to the region, visiting all four
communities.

Continued working cooperatively with communities surrounding Rathbun Lake on joint
promotions, Honey Creek-Resort Destination Park, and the Rathbun Lighthouse.

We have been kept busy stuffing and labeling brochures this year. As usual, we have sent
many of our brochures out to Welcome Centers around the state

The county conservation board continues to have a budget of $500.00 to be used for
attending meetings, brochures and office supplies. Thiswas abig help in 2003 for attendance at the
Central lowa Tourism Region meetings. CITR meetings are held on the 4™ Wednesday every other
month.

Once ayear the lowaDivision of Tourism and Travel Federation of lowa put together the
lowa Tourism Conference. This brings together people from across the state who are involved in
the tourism industry; advocates of tourism who gather to network with each other and get pointers
on how to better promote tourism for their area and the state. This year it was held in Des Moines
on October 19-22. Twila Chidester, Tourism Volunteer and Cindy Reed Shull, Executive Director
represented Monroe County at the conference.

The group of tourism advocates who formed in 1999 from Lake Rathbun, Appanoose and
Monroe Counties continued to work together to have a booth at the lowa State Fair in the Tourism
Building for the fifth time. We promoted the "Northern and Southern Gateways to the Lake



Rathbun Recreation Area.” Cindy Reed Shull and numerous volunteers from Monroe County
worked the booth at the lowa State Fair.

Our yearly membership drive was included with the 2004 chamber membership invoices
thisyear.
